o MOAB training requires controlled movements, body positioning, and the ability to 
perform physical holds and restraint techniques. 

o The focus of MOAB training is to use techniques that can be effectively applied by 
employees of varying physical capabilities while minimizing potential harm to both 
the individual being restrained and the trained themselves. 
 

Physical Requirements: 
• Be able to get on the floor rise without assistance 
• Have full mobility in both arms and shoulders
